· A lecture on the origins of the Swiss Reformed in Wisconsin with special reference to Green County, which boasts the highest percentage of UCC members of any county in the United States.
After the noon luncheon the Society will meet for business and at 2:00 p.m. tours will be offered of a local cheese factory and dairy farm.
