In his
20’s Robert started a gospel choir that
has grown into the 100-voice Twin Cities
Community Gospel Choir called “the
state’s most decorated group.” Eventually
he left his job as a data processing expert
to devote his life to music. For 15 years
he joined Lori Line’s Christmas tour.
Though producing, performing, and
teaching nation-wide, he remains rooted
in his church and community. “I’m sure
there are a lot of people like me who
wish they had he ability to embrace
every hurting person in the world and
assure them that their lives will get
better. I can share that embrace and
assurance in my songs.”  His newest CD
is “I Believe.”
